Policy Recommendations



Policy 1 - The U.S. must adopt an overriding 

national goal of remaining self sufficient in 

food production. Food security is homeland 

security. Policy decisions on a wide range of 

issues should then be evaluated to be sure 

they are consistent with that goal.
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Policy 2 - State and local governments must 

consider the impacts of continued growth that 

rely on water transfers from agriculture and 

rural areas and to identify feasible alternatives 

to those transfers, including reuse.
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Policy 3 ïWhen water demands and 

environmental laws conflict, balanced 

solutions that respect the socioeconomic 

realities of the West must be found.



Policy 4 ïState laws and institutions must 

be given deference in issues relating to 

water resource allocation, use, control and 

transfer. The best decisions on water 

issues happen at the state and local level.



Policy 5 ïAging water infrastructure must 

be addressed promptly and with priority 

commitments, as failure do to so will create 

a failed legacy for the next generation.
